Counting Fruits and Vegetables
How much is a cup?

In general, 1 cup of fruit or 100% fruit juice, or %2
cup of dried fruit can be considered as 1 cup of
fruit. Counting vegetables is similar -- 1 cup of raw
or cooked vegetables or vegetable juice, or 2 cups
of raw leafy greens can be considered as 1 cup of
vegetables. This chart lists specific amounts for

fruits and vegetables.

The amount of fruits and vegetables you should
eat depends on your age, sex, and level of physical
activity. Most adults need 2 — 2 % cups of
vegetables and 1 2 — 2 cups of fruit each day.
